• Aluma Vent - Regular end model awning has louvered sides with vented vertical panels to block heat buildup
• Aluma Vent - Valance end model awning has a trimmed side with vertical panels
• Orleans - Heavy duty steel scrolls create old world charm with Galvalume® steel 18” wide standing seam panel 
• Ozark Door Canopy - Contains a built in front gutter to divert water
• Imperial Marquee Canopy - Uses overhead support braces - great for commercial applications

Size
Drop (Depth) - how far down the window an awning should come:
	 This depends on the angle of the sun and window location.
On the east or west side of the house, the awning drop should cover 65%-75% of the window height.
On the south side, the awning drop can be 45%-60% of the window height to produce the same amount of shade.

Projection - Recommend 1/2 the height of the window, just make sure the awning does not project into the path of foot 
traffic unless it is at least 6’ 8” from the ground.

Care of aluminum and Galvalume® Steel awnings
Very little care is needed on our awnings.  Regular cleaning with a garden hose is all that’s needed.

Style Points
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Guidelines for Measuring Door Canopy Sizes

1) What surface are you mounting to?
    - It is vital for the structure to mount to a solid support, such as, wall 
      sheathing, stud or header. Do NOT mount only to siding, or door trim.

2) How wide is the door you wish to cover?
    - We recommend a 36” projection for a 32” wide door, and a 43-50” 
      projection for 36” wide doors.

3) How much space is there above the door?
    - We recommend the bottom of the awning be at least 5”, or more from 
      the top of the door for adequate clearance. 

4) Do you have a porch light you wish to keep under the awning?
    - If yes, it is important to take into account clearance of the awning near 
      the light fixture, as well as, mounting locations for structure.

5) Do you wish to cover the entire porch?
    - If yes, you may add to the width of the awning, but note that awnings 
      may require additional supports or posts for certain span distances.

Guidelines for Measuring Window Canopy Sizes

1) What surface are you mounting to?
    - It is vital for the structure to mount to a solid support, such as, wall 
      sheathing, stud or header. Do NOT mount only to siding, or window trim. 

2) How wide is the window you wish to cover?
    - There is no hard or fast rules for selecting the exact awning size for your 
      window. However, these below guidelines should help.
	 a) The drop should be approximately 1/2 the height of your window.
	 b) The projection should be roughly the same as the drop for MOST 
	      windows.
	 c) Determining the width of your awning, measure the distance 
	     between both outside window trim pieces, and then add 2”. 
	     This is the MINIMUM suggested width requirement. 

Measuring Guide
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Features:

• Panels overlap to create privacy.
• Sheds water and can be used as a door awning .
• Clip on panels eliminate noise from rattling parts.
• Height can be adjusted with arm placement.

What the Warranty Covers:
Americana Outdoors Inc warrants its products that have been installed in 
accordance with the installation guidelines, under normal usage conditions, and with 
proper maintenance as follows: Ten (10) year warranty against peeling, cracking, 
blistering, or crazing of the surface finish of aluminum components. One (1) year 
warranty against defects in materials and workmanship. Sunbrella® tight weave 
fabric, & Sheerweave fabric - 10 year limited warranty. Textilene® open weave 
fabric, & Soltis 86 - 5 year limited warranty.

Period of Coverage:
The warranty period begins on the date of original shipment.

What Americana Will Do To Correct Problems:
If defects or damage of the kind mentioned above should occur within the warranty 
period, Americana will replace the defective parts only; FOB its plant at Salem,
Illinois, upon receiving the written and documented claim of purchaser.
